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Press Control KnobRotate Control Knob

• Pierce the work piece by slowly 
lowering the torch onto the metal at 
a 30º angle away from the operator. 
This will blow the dross away from 
the torch tip. Slowly rotate the torch 
to vertical position as the arc 
becomes deeper.

• Keep moving while cutting. Cut at a 
steady speed without pausing. 
Maintain the cutting speed so that 
the arc lag is 10° to 20° behind the 
travel direction.

• Use a 5° - 15° leading angle in the 
direction of the cut.

• Finish the cut to be made and 
release the trigger.

• If the dross is dif�cult to remove, 
reduce the cutting speed. High 
speed dross is more dif�cult to 
remove than low speed dross.

• The Post Flow time is 20 seconds
