Check for leaks at all 
joints with soapy water 
or other approved 
leak detection solution 
(repair any leaking 
joints or contact Harris 
Technical Service).

STEP 3
S-L-O-W-L-Y 
introduce oxygen 
pressure into panel.

STEP 2
Connect oxygen 
source to inlet
(Insure all output 
valves and regulators 
are closed prior to 
introducing pressure).

STEP 1
Position panel and secure 
to floor (if necessary)

STEP 5
Turn valves to adjust 
oxygen for proper 
flow or pressure as 
needed.

The Harris Portable Oxygen Panel is 
designed to deliver oxygen for up to 14 
patients simultaneously. The panel accepts 
a pressure input from a centralized piping 
system, liquid dewar or a high pressure 
cylinder/bank. Models include both a 15 
LPM panel typically used for breathing 
masks and cannulas or, 50 PSI preset 
models for respirators and ventilators.
